ANNUAL CANVASS

From 3rd August all households in Argyll & Bute, East Dunbartonshire & West Dunbartonshire will receive a canvass communication.

There are two types of canvass communication, although households will receive only one of the following:- 
Type 1. Canvass Communication A – sent to households where ‘no change’ to the electorate is expected. 
This will be one sheet of A4 paper

· If the details on the form are correct - there is no need for you to respond.
· If the details on the form are incorrect - you need to update the household details   

· Please follow the instructions on how to do this on the canvass communication.  A pre-paid envelope will not be provided.
OR
Type 2. Canvass Form – sent to households where ‘changes’ to the electorate are expected.
This will be a 4 page booklet
If you receive this type of communication, it is important that you respond and provide the information requested on the form. 
· Residents will be able to respond by INTERNET (for changes & no changes), PHONE and TEXT (for no changes only).

· Details of how to do this will be on the Canvass Form.

· These services will be available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, throughout the canvass period.

· Alternatively, your form can be returned by POST in the pre-paid envelope provided.

· It’s important to provide the information requested; if you don’t you could be fined up to £1,000

You should make sure that anyone aged 14 or over of any nationality is added to the form.
